Gypsy Moth Survey Crew - Position Description 

The Gladwin Conservation District is seeking employees for the Gladwin County Gypsy Moth Survey Crew.  Position requires a minimum of a High School Diploma or GED. This position is a temporary, part-time position and is not entitled to benefits.  Application deadline is August 6, 2015.  

The purpose of the Gypsy Moth Suppression Program is to survey and monitor the Gypsy Moth populations in Gladwin County.  The goal of the Suppression Program is to protect valuable trees from mortality by controlling gypsy moth population outbreaks in areas where the gypsy moth is established. The Suppression Program assists communities and landowners in the management of gypsy moth by providing the expertise and equipment for aerial sprays. Treatments under this program are paid for by the Gladwin County millage.

Gladwin County will be the employer of record for this position and will handle payroll and accompanying paperwork.  Day to day administrative supervision will be provided by the Gladwin Conservation District and all duties will be under the direction of the Gladwin Conservation District.  Primary office space for this position is located at 1501 N. State Street, Gladwin, MI  48624. However, this position is primarily a field position.
The basic requirements for this position are:

· High School Diploma or equivalent.
· Good communication skills (writing, interacting with landowners, record keeping)

· Ability to read various types of maps and navigate through Gladwin County.
· Driver’s license and reliable transportation.  This position requires use of personal vehicle with mileage reimbursement. 
Position Description:
This position requires a motivated employee to work outside for long periods of time in various weather conditions other than heavy rain. The position requires map reading and navigating throughout all of Gladwin County.  The position can be physically demanding, it requires 6-7 hours of walking over various terrains and continuous climbing in and out of a vehicle.  The position also requires inspecting trees, buildings and other obstacles for egg masses by looking up constantly and repetitively standing and bending. Employees are responsible for completing and maintaining appropriate documents for surveying and record keeping.
